
 
BE A PHILIP

(John 1:35-51) 

 

 In the beginning of our Lord’s work on earth he is introduced in John’s Gospel by 
John the Immerser.  Two men hear John say, “Behold, the Lamb of God.”  They follow 
Jesus and ask where He is staying.  To this question he invites them to, “Come and 
see.”  The next day Jesus finds a very interesting man named Philip and says, “Follow 
me,” and Philip did. 
 Philip was full of insight.  Listen to his discussion with Nathanael, “We have 
found the one of Whom Moses in the law and also the prophets wrote, Jesus of 
Nazareth the son of Joseph.”  He understood who Jesus was because he was willing to 
look. We look into the Bible today to understand who Jesus is.  Be a Philip. 
 Philip has in his heart an invitation.  When Nathanael asked if anything good 
could come out of Nazareth, Philip answered with the same invitation Jesus gave to 
Andrew and the other disciple, “Come and see.”  He did not send Nathanael saying that 
he should go see for himself.  He brought Nathanael to Jesus.  Our lives should be an 
invitation to Christ.  Let your life say, “Come and see”  and then when your mouth says 
those words the path will be set.  Be a Philip. 
 Philip was impelling.  Though Nathanael was a skeptic, Philip’s belief drove him 
to investigate further.  And the drive was successful when Nathanael met Jesus and 
said, “Rabbi, You are the Son of God, You are the King of Israel.”  If Philip had been 
less than convinced himself that Jesus was the Messiah he would not have succeeded 
in moving Nathanael from under the fig tree.  Be convinced of who Jesus is and make 
the effort to invite others to learn for themselves.  Be a Philip.
