      This may seem strange sounding to you at first, but listen to a story I received 
and see if the title fits you.  A preacher delivered a fiery sermon on Sunday about 
Christians making up God’s Army.  After services, as a man named John was coming 
out of the building.

      This story points out a fundamental flaw in thinking.  Many people believe that 
you can be a “secret” Christian.  But Jesus had another idea about what a Christian 
really was.  Matthew 5:15-16,  “Nor does anyone light a lamp and put it under a basket, 
but on the lamp stand, and it gives light to all who are in the house.  Let your light shine 
before men in such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father 
who is in heaven.” (NASB) 
      We are not secret servants of Christ, but lights to the entire world.  People are to 
see our good works.  Our lights are to glorify the Father in heaven.  Anything short of 
that is short of the call that we accepted when we put on the name Christian.  Our lives, 
as Paul’s, are to be totally dedicated to Christ.  Not two days a year, not two days a 
month, not two days a week, but 24/7/52.  Our service must be all of the day, every day 
of every week, every week of every year.  “Whatever you do, do all to the glory of 
God.”  (1 Corinthians 10:31).
