Text: 1 Corinthians 15:23 

 
 One family was in the “bent and dent” store buying canned goods.  Their son 
asked why they were in the “bent and dent” store that day.  The parents puffed out their 
chests and said, “We are buying food for the less fortunate today.”  The young boy then 
asked, “Why don’t we buy our cans of food from here?”  The parents did not answer 
that question. 
 “Bent and dent” stores are sort of second-hand type stores.  They are not 
poison, but they are not the highest quality that can be bought.  So often this is the way 
people provide for others but they would not think of lowering the quality they give to 
their own family.  Often we do this same thing in our offerings to the Lord.  We plan our 
lives and budgets and then give to God what is left over after we are satisfied.  We give 
him the second-hand budget and offering. 
 Consider this; our sacrifice to God is based on what He has given to us.  James 
1:17 says that every good thing and perfect gift is from the Father above.  Jesus is 
called the first-fruits of the dead (1 Corinthians 15:20).  God did not spare even His own 
Son, Jesus Christ, as a gift to us to help prosper us.  The offering given by God’s 
people was always to be of the first-fruits then.  Ezekiel chapters 20, 44 and 48 we see 
commands to give.  Each time it was to be of the first-fruits, not the second time out but 
the very first things that come off the vine or branch.  Do not make God wait for the 
offering you give until all else are satisfied.  Give to God the best and first of everything 
you have. This is just the way that He has dealt with you.
