DOUBT 
Genesis 18 

 

 Everyone doubts someone.  Some people are doubted by just 
about everyone.  What does it take for you to believe someone?  For 
most of us it takes a dependable track record.  Someone who lies 
often is not trustworthy.  Someone who most often speaks the truth is 
believed.  This brings up two questions: 
 First, are you trusted by others?  When others listen to you they 
ought to be able to believe you.  This is what James is talking about 
when he says not to swear but to let your yes and no serve as all the 
evidence for your audience (James 5:12).  Have a track record of truth 
so that your word can be trusted.  If you say you will be somewhere or 
do something live up to your word.  If you present something as true 
be as certain as possible that item is true.  Prove to people your desire 
for truth and dependability.  Be one that others can trust. 
 Second, how can God demonstrate His trustworthiness and 
remove doubt?  By demonstrating His desire to speak the truth and 
fulfill His promises.  He promised a man and woman who were too old 
that they would have a child.  The woman laughed at the concept that 
she would become a mother at 90 years old.  Their doubts were 
dismissed when she delivered her child Isaac.  In their old age God 
did what they doubted He could through them showing His 
trustworthiness.  The Bible is replete with examples such as this in 
which God shows that He can be trusted. 
 We can trust God to do what He said He would do.  Can He trust 
you?
