CONSIDERING YOUR BUDGET 
 

 Most of you have probably considered your budget for the year 2010.  It is 
my prayer that you have put thought into this avenue of your life and that you 
planned properly for the new year.  One area of planning that is often left for last is 
the offering to the Lord.  I pray you have considered this first, before your other 
obligations.  Let me share with you a few reasons why. 
 First consider these facts.  The offering last year was over budget.  That 
allowed the church to do even more than was planned in the work of the Lord.  
This includes giving food and or gas cards to 77 families on over 100 occasions.  
Many of the gas cards were given to someone on a job hunt.  The majority of the 
food went to families with young children who would not eat without our 
assistance.  The generosity of the Lordôs family here at North End made life just a 
little better for these families. 
 Second consider the $29,100 budgeted for mission work this year.  That 
money is being spent to help in 11 different mission efforts worldwide.  To make it 
even more impressive, there are 6 families across the globe who can devote 
themselves to Christ because you give to the Lord so generously.  Praise the Lord 
for what He has given us and allowed you to give back to Him.  Without the 
generous giving and sacrifice of our family here the Lordôs ability to work would be 
hampered or have to come from somewhere else.  Because of you God is being 
glorified in many languages and regions. 
 Third, this is our responsibility.  You know all the passages; 1 Corinthians 
16:1;  2 Corinthians 8-9 and others.  These passages do not just outline an 
obligation for the Christian; they illuminate an opportunity to please God and serve 
others.  As part of your planning for 2010 consider first your opportunity to give to 
God as He has prospered you.  Remember the great things planned and the 
abundance of opportunities available to us because of your giving. But be sure 
you give out of love and desire not compulsion.  If your offering is simply to 
appease God or look good, keep the money, it will serve you better than giving it.  
Desire the better part.  Give to God because you love Him and want to see His 
work continue to be done and increase on earth.  Be a cheerful giver that God can 
love (2 Corinthians 9:7).
