WHAT IF THE WORST THING HAPPENS?  

 
 There is a long list of bad things that can happen, and it seems to grow 
everyday.  We hear things on the news every night that seem to make us scratch our 
head and wonder what the world is coming to.  Even in our personal lives, things 
happen.  We get laid off, fired, sick and worse.  But we still have hope.  Think of the 
story in Daniel chapter 3 of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. They were told to 
bow to the idol made by the king or be thrown into a blazing furnace.  They 
responded in Daniel 3:17, ñIf we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God we 
serve is able to save us from it, and he will rescue us from your hand, O king.  But 
even if he does not, we want you to know, O king that we will not serve your gods or 
worship the image of gold you have set up.ò 
 We know the story, they were thrown into the fire and an angel appeared in 
the furnace with them.  They were rescued and the king believed that their God was 
supreme and powerful.  We do not have any promise that we will be physically 
delivered from a fiery furnace.  But what we do have is the assurance that we serve 
the same God that these three men did, and that he has the power to save us.  Look 
at the promise God makes in Isaiah 41:10,  ñDo not be afraid, for I am with you.  Do 
not be dismayed, for I am your God.  I will strengthen you.  I will help you.  I will hold 
you with my victorious right hand.ò  He repeats some of this in Matthew 28:20, ñAnd lo 
I am with you, even to the end of the age.ò  The all-powerful God who saved 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego is with us helping us through daily struggles.  
And he will save those faithful to him in the end. 
 These are trying times in which we live.  Death and carnage are the order of 
the day in Haiti where the earthquake killed possibly hundreds of thousands.  In 
Nigeria Christians are being killed by Muslims.  In the U.S. jobs are still being lost and 
our neighbors are going hungry.  Gloom and despair are constant companions of 
many an American today.  But only for those who see no hope.  The promise Jesus 
gives to never leave us gives us  an eternal hope in the heavens.  No matter the 
depth of despair in the world today, Christ has already risen above it and our faith 
brings us up to His level (1 John 5:4).  Hang in there because: ñWE SHALL
