The fruit of a Christian life is wonderful and worth all the 
work it takes to achieve.  But never be deceived, unless you do the 
work you will not receive the fruit.  God has made faith available for 
you through the Bible.  You must go and take hold of it, work on it, 
cultivate it, and feed it or it will grow in you.  And if your garden is not 
growing it either does not exist or it is dying.  And so is your faith.  
Grow your faith starting today.  Do the work it takes to be a better 
Christian beginning now.  The harvest is worth the work.
