 The number one rule of a team is to remember that you are not 
competing against one another.  The teamôs success must be the ultimate 
goal.  This may mean you bunt when you want to hit a homerun or stay on 
first base instead of stealing second.  We need each one to do what is best 
for the team and not themselves.  Part of this rule is that you encourage 
your teammates instead of insulting them; so often people try to make 
themselves feel better by making someone else feel worse.  As a team this 
is a self-defeating practice.  When you tear down your teammate you have 
weakened the team. 
 This very concept comes from Romans 14.  Paul says that we should 
be here encouraging our team instead of discouraging them.  People tend 
to see other people as competition in this dog-eat-dog, survival of the fittest 
atmosphere that has led to recession, inflation, and moral/economic decline 
in our country.  We cannot survive that type of approach in the Lordôs 
church.  The person sitting beside you in worship is part of your team.  
What they need from you is encouragement and teaching to help them 
become stronger.  I want this team here at North End to be successful.  The 
only way to measure success for the church is in eternal terms.  When we 
each get to heaven we will be a successful team.  Are you helping this team 
succeed?
