PETER WALKED ON WATER  
 

 I used to wash cars for a car lot through the summers in high school and 
college.  I would joke that I walked on water every day.  That is true, the floors 
were wet but there was no depth to the water and it just made my shoes and feet 
wet. Jesus had the ability to walk on water, but He could walk on the sea, even 
when it was storming. 
 One evening His disciples were in a boat and it was storming enough that 
they could not get anywhere.  They realized Jesus was walking to them on the 
stormy sea and were afraid and amazed.  Impetuous Peter spoke up, ñJesus, if 
thatôs you, tell me to walk to you.ò  Jesus said, ñCome.ò  And Peter went; he 
stepped out of the boat, into the stormy sea, and walked to Jesus on top of the 
water. 
 When we step out in faith toward Jesus, the storms of life do not stop 
rolling.  Bills will not stop coming due.  Illness and injury will not cease.  Loved 
ones will die, difficult times will happen even after we become Christians.  But we 
must still walk toward Jesus. 
 Notice too that as long as Peter kept his eyes on Jesus he walked on the 
sea.  The waves from the storm were there before he stepped off the boat.  They 
continued to roll as he took each step.  But he was impervious to them as long as 
he was focused on the Christ who was always visible.  When he noticed the 
waves he began to sink.  If we take our eyes off of Jesus the storm will overtake 
us and life will drown us in its cares and concerns. 
 When he did sink he cried out to Jesus.  When he cried out Jesus grabbed 
him by the arm, took him to the boat and they were immediately on the other side 
of the sea (John 6:21).  We all falter and fail.  Lifeôs concerns drown even the 
strongest of men on earth.  But Jesus is stronger and capable of restoring us if we 
call on His name. We call on His name when we keep our eyes on His word and 
follow it.  If we take our eyes off Him and begin to sink, we need only ask Him to 
lift us up again and look to His word for guidance through the rest of our lives.  
And He brings us safely into His boat again and sees us safely to the other side of 
eternity.
