PERCEPTIONS

If an officer has multiple witnesses to an accident he usually has different
versions of the account to decipher. Each person tells the truth about the inci-
dent as they see it, they just saw it differently. Perceptions are important on
many levels. Often we see things from our own point of view and it varies from
others’. It is important to try to develop a good and accurate perception of your-
self.

Be aware that others see you every day. You are noticed by the people
around you. Wherever you go and whatever you do there are eyes on you.
These eyes have certain preconceived notions that you cannot control. Some-
times they think things that are not true. You cannot do anything about what
they already believe. You can control your behavior so that if they see you
enough they know that the unrighteous things they may think are not true.
